KIND OF WORK 

Professional work in the design and delivery of audio programming for the visually 
handicapped. 

NATURE AND PURPOSE 

An employee in this class is responsible for the design, preparation and delivery of written 
materials used in radio programming, new releases and public information articles.  
Responsibilities include presentation of broadcast materials via the Radio Talking Book 
Network and direction of activities assigned to volunteer broadcasters.  Employees in this class 
are expected to function with minimal supervision under the direction of a Communication 
Center Supervisor who is responsible for overall program content.

Selects, edits and prepares news broadcast materials. 

Designs format and content for original radio programs. 

Conducts on-site interviews and performs in radio skits/play.
