    #1 On August 2, 1991 the Department of Finance recieved notice that the Federal Treasury and IRS had ordered states to use their 1990 population
numbers for purposes of recalculating each states 1991 annual volume cap.   This order has the effect of reducing the 1991 Minnesota
volume cap by $1,700,000, to $217,650,000.   After reviewing the options, the Department of Finance determined that it was not reasonable
to recalculate all beginning balances, and made the required reduction as a single adjustment upon creation of the Unified Pool.

    #2 Upon creation of the Unified Pool the sum of $20,000,000 is reserved for small issue manufacturing projects pursuant to MS 474A.091, Subd. 3(c)(1).
In addition, the sum of $5,000,000 is reserved for the Minnesota Rural Finance Authority pursuant to Laws of 1991, Chapter 332, Section 29.

    #3 1991 allocations from the Unified Pool were used for the following purposes: $31,771,011 for single family mortgages through city and county HRA's,
$13,833,606 for single family mortgages through the Minnesota Housing Finance Authority,  $12,445,000 for small issue manufacturing projects,
and $399,926 for qualified agricultural projects through the Minnesota Rural Finance Authority.
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
